Academy Classes will be divided as circumstances warrant, with
a maximum of six (6) exhibitors per split.

Academy Classes - Horses are not to be judged.

Academy Classes - to be judged on the ability of the rider to
control and show the horse to the best advantage. Correct
diagonals and leads are important.

Command/Horsemanship classes to be judged on the rider’s
ability to follow instructions. May be asked for stops, circles,
reverse at any gait, etc.
